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Tropicana Gardens is proud to announce that we are continuing our partnership with Santa Barbara City 
College for the 2008-2009 school year.  This past year has been extremely successful with the current 
SBCC students housed at Tropicana Gardens.  Tropicana Gardens has built a relationship with the SBCC 
students who plan to transfer to UCSB through a program called “The Transfer Academy”.   Tropicana 
Gardens sees this program as an opportunity to welcome future UCSB students to become established in 
the community.  

Tropicana Gardens is a residence hall that houses approximately 480 students.  We have a specially trained 
professional staff whose focus is to build a living, learning community.  Our mission is to build a safe and 
fun atmosphere that focuses on developing and supporting academic pursuits.  It is important to our 
building and to our staff, as well as to all of the people that live at Tropicana Gardens, to keep these 
fundamental values a number one priority.  We will select students who will help us continue this tradition.  

Due to the overwhelming number of SBCC students that are requesting housing at Tropicana Gardens, we 
have established an application process based on academic achievement, community involvement, and 
probability of a successful residency at Tropicana Gardens.  It is important to note that our selection 
process has changed due to the high interest of SBCC applicants.  Tropicana Gardens has set a due date of 
Sunday, March 23rd, 2008 to be considered ON-TIME for all applications to be submitted to our office.  
We will still accept LATE applications, but there is a different process for our late applications. 

ON-TIME applications (received by March 23rd):  Tropicana Gardens will begin reviewing completed 
applications (see steps listed below to make sure you have a completed application) as they come in to our 
office.  If a score is in our *Automatic Admit Zone, a contract (when available) will be awarded to that 
student (space permitting).  If a student receives a score that is not in our Automatic Admit Zone, he/she 
will be placed on our waiting list in ranked score order.  As space becomes available, students on the 
waiting list may receive a space.  

*Automatic Admit Zone (only applies to applications BY March 23rd) = Completed application and 
cumulative High School GPA (or college) of 2.75 or higher.  Only applications received on/before March 
23rd, will be placed in this zone.  After March 23rd, you will be placed in rank order on our waiting list like 
everyone else.

LATE applications (received AFTER March 23rd):  Tropicana Gardens will place your application on our 
waiting list.  When spaces become available, we will begin reviewing our completed applications on the 
waiting list.  We will RANK all of the applications (NOT BY DATE SUBMITTED, but by how they 
scored).  This means that one could apply in late June or July and be placed first on the waiting list, if he/
she scored well.  We will use the transcripts and essay questions to determine their score.  Unfortunately, if 
you call into our office we will NOT be able to inform you of your status on the waiting list, because this 
list literally changes everyday as new applications come in.  Obviously, the higher cumulative GPA you 
have the better your chances of being higher on the waiting list.  We will call you if/when we have a space 
that has become available to you.  

In order for Tropicana Gardens to review your application, you must:
¥ Submit a $125 non-refundable application fee (Make checks payable to: Tropicana 

Gardens).
¥ Complete all of the information on the following page.
¥ Send an official copy of your high school transcripts and/or any college credits that you may 

already have.
¥ Supply a response to the questions listed at the bottom of page two.
